Your application must include the following documents:

e Cover letter, no longer than one page. The cover letter should include a description of your personal academic
and career goals.

e Project description, no longer than two pages including a summary of activities, projects, or opportunities that
would be supported by this fund. Highlight your use of HMSC facilities and include your anticipated dates of
onsite at the Hatfield Marine Science Center.

e Astatement on how you meet the purpose and support areas of this specific award (100 words or less).

e Budget, including a one-page narrative.

e Letter of support from a faculty member. The letter of support can be included in your application document or

Criteria:

e The criteria by which applicants will be evaluated include: project merit (creativity, feasibility, and broader
implications); use of HMSC facilities; soundness of proposed budget; and adherence to application procedures.
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
